Lateness at the Start of the School Day 
 

The families have been fantastic at the start of the school 
term with no lateness in the first couple of weeks, 
however, I have noticed a small number of families who 
have started to arrive later than 8.55am 
Further to the reminder at the beginning of term, parents 
need to remember that the children come into school at 
8.45am and settle to a morning task each day.  Children 
who are continually late miss this learning.  The register is 
taken promptly at 8.55am so 10 minutes is enough time to 
sort their belongings in the cloakroom area before 
registration. 
Children arriving in the classroom after 8.55am but before 
9.05am are classed as late and must enter the front 
entrance with an adult so that they are signed in with the 
reason for lateness.  Older children can not sign 
themselves in. 
Children arriving after 9.05am will be classed as ‘late 
absent’ and have an unauthorised code recorded within 
the register.  10 unauthorised codes within a 6 week period 
is likely to result in a fixed penalty fine from the Local 
Authority, using the same process for term time holiday 
absence.
