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LATENESS and SCHOOL ABSENCE
Please remember that the school day starts at 8.55am and
children are expected to be in their classrooms by this time as
phonics sessions start at 8.55. Any child arriving at school after
8.55am will receive a late mark in the register and will need to
be signed in at the School Office.

If your child is unwell and cannot attend school please
remember to notify the school office by 9am so that we can
record this in the register. If we do not hear from you then we
are duty bound to make a visit to your home and this takes up
precious time.

The Local Authority and Government expects all children to have
attendance figures of 95% or above and class children with an
attendance figure of below 90% as persistently absent. Last year
the Local Authority reinstated the Educational Welfare Officers
who request meetings with families who are consistently late or
absent. Should families not engage with this, legal action can be
pursued. This is because attendance in school over the age of 5
is a statutory requirement and poor attendance can impact on
children’s progress.
