English

Maths 

This term we will continue with our 

multiplication and division topic looking at 

multiplying a larger 2 digit number by a 1 

digit number.  The strategies that we will be 

using are a tens and ones jotting which will 

then lead onto the formal column method.    

We will also be looking at division with a 

larger 2 digit number by using a jotting as a 

strategy. 

Please remember to keep reciting and asking 

questions in and out of order on the 2,3,4,5, 

8 and 10 times tables. 

One area that you could help with your child’s 

maths learning is by revising work on time 

before we meet the topic again in the 

summer.  Please help your child to practice 

telling time to the nearest 5 minutes on an 

analogue clock face. 
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
